ABC - Approved Budget for the Contract.
BAC - Bids and Awards Committee.

Bid - A signed offer or proposal to undertake a contract submitted by a bidder
in response to and in consonance with the requirements of the bidding
documents. Also referred to as Proposal and Tender. (2016 revised IRR,
Section 5[c])

Bidder - Refers to a contractor, manufacturer, supplier, distributor and/or
consultant who submits a bid in response to the requirements of the Bidding
Documents. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5[d])

Bidding Documents — The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the
bases for bids, furnishing all information necessary for a prospective bidder
to prepare a bid for the Goods, Infrastructure Projects, and/or Consulting
Services required by the Procuring Entity. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5|e])

BIR - Bureau of Internal Revenue.
BSP - Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas.

Consulting Services — Refer to services for Infrastructure Projects and other
types of projects or activities of the GOP requiring adequate external technical
and professional expertise that are beyond the capability and/or capacity of
the GOP to undertake such as, but not limited to: (i) advisory and review
services; (ii) pre-investment or feasibility studies; (iii) design; (iv) construction
supervision; (v) management and related services; and (vi) other technical
services or special studies. (2016 revised IRR, Section 5Ji])

CDA - Cooperative Development Authority.

Contract — Refers to the agreement entered into between the Procuring Entity
and the Supplier or Manufacturer or Distributor or Service Provider for
procurement of Goods and Services; Contractor for Procurement of
Infrastructure Projects; or Consultant or Consulting Firm for Procurement of
Consulting Services; as the case may be, as recorded in the Contract Form
signed by the parties, including all attachments and appendices thereto and
all documents incorporated by reference therein.

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1. Scope of Bid

The Procurement Project (referred to herein as “Project”) is composed of

4. Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

The Procuring Entity, as well as the Bidders and Suppliers, shall
observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and
execution of the contract. They or through an agent shall not engage
in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, and obstructive practices
defined under Annex “I” of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 or other
integrity violations in competing for the Project.

14. Bid Security

However, failure of the Bidders to comply
with the said request shall not be a ground for disqualification.

If the Procuring Entity allows the submission of bids through online
submission or any other electronic means, the Bidder shall submit an
electronic copy of its Bid, which must be digitally signed. An electronic
copy that cannot be opened or is corrupted shall be considered non-
responsive and, thus, automatically disqualified.

16. Deadline for Submission of Bids

The Bidders shall submit on the specified date and time and
either at its physical address or through online submission as
indicated in paragraph 7 of the IB.

17. Opening and Preliminary Examination of Bids

similar technologies will be used, attendance of participants shall
likewise be recorded by the BAC Secretariat.
