The Cordillera Administrative Region, being one of the hardest hit after the onslaught of
Typhoon Ompong in September 2018, is declared under State of Calamity by the
President of the Philippines as per Proclamation No. 593.

To ensure an efficient, effective, and well-organized Disaster Rehabilitation and
Recovery, there is a need to have an aggregate but detailed assessment of the disaster
impacts and identifying the critical needs of the affected sectors. Such strategy is
particularly achieved through a Post-Disaster Needs Assessment (PDNA),
a multi-sectoral and muitidisciplinary structured approach for assessing disaster impacts
and prioritizing recovery and reconstruction needs. The results of this PDNA will be used
by the National Government in crafting a comprehensive and inclusive Disaster
Rehabilitation and Recovery Plan in line with the ‘Build Back Better Concept’.

The Cordillera Regional DRRM Council will form ten (10) PDNA Teams who will be
depioyed in the different Provinces of Cordillera for their on-site validation on
October 28 to November 10, 2018 (inclusive of travel time). The PDNA Teams aim to
assess the disaster impacts, prioritize and identify the financial requirements needed for
the rehabilitation and recovery plan of the affected areas. We have attached a copy of
the PDNA timeline of activities for your information and ready reference.
